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Matters Needing Attention

1. Prohibit alkanes, strong acids, and strong alkalis from contacting
products, such as gasoline, cleaning lubricants, and electronic reagents
Solvents containing alkanes such as active agents, special gases emitted

from industrial pollution, and ammonia-containing substances.

2. Connectors should not come into direct contact with silicone or potting
adhesive. Connector cables are prohibited from hanging or pulling heavy
objects.

3. During the loading and unloading and transportation of the product,
please handle it with care and do not be subject to external pressure to
avoid damage.

4. The staff should be equipped with appropriate electrostatic protection
measures.

5. If it is not necessary for maintenance, please do not frequently open and
close or plug and unplug the connection system.

6. Please do not disconnect the connection under load (See previous page
connector warning).

7. Outdoor maintenance should be carried out by professional personnel.
8. Electrical installation instructions should include a detailed description of
the wiring method used in accordance with US National Electrical Code
ANSI/NFPA 70.

9. The outlet of the junction box cannot be bent or extruded. The minimum
bending radius R must be maintained at > 5 times the diameter of the wire.
When installing cables and components on site, it is necessary to avoid the
conductor or connector being in a tight state(See previous page diagram).
10. It is not allowed to interplug the connector with other connectors or
connectors that do not match the specifications in the market.
